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Formulir assessment awal IGD penting untuk mencatat informasi pasien oleh profesional 

pemberi asuhan (PPA) dan membantu dalam pengambilan keputusan terkait perencanaan, 

pengobatan, serta pemulangan pasien. Penelitian ini bertujuan mengidentifikasi formulir 

assessment awal IGD dari aspek anatomi, isi, dan fisik sesuai standar akreditasi. Masalah 

yang dihadapi adalah apakah formulir ini telah memenuhi standar akreditasi yang 

ditetapkan oleh Keputusan Menteri Kesehatan Republik Indonesia. Metode penelitian yang 

digunakan adalah deskriptif dengan subyek penelitian meliputi Kepala IGD dan Kepala 

Rekam Medis. Hasil penelitian kualitatif dengan pendekatan deskriptif menunjukkan 

bahwa dari aspek anatomi, formulir elektronik ini telah memiliki semua elemen yang 

diperlukan seperti KOP rumah sakit, judul formulir, petunjuk pengisian, isi formulir, dan 

tanda tangan. Dari aspek isi, formulir elektronik ini mencakup beberapa item penting, 

menggunakan istilah mudah difahami, serta tidak mengandung singkatan atau simbol. 

Namun, beberapa item perlu dilengkapi seperti NIK dan tanda tangan yang masih berupa 

scan. Pada aspek fisik, formulir elektronik ini berbentuk persegi panjang dengan orientasi 

vertikal, ukuran kertas yang dapat disesuaikan, dan berwarna dasar putih. Kesimpulannya, 

formulir assessment awal IGD di Rumah Sakit TK.III Dr. R. Soeharsono Banjarmasin 

umumnya sudah sesuai dengan standar akreditasi rumah sakit, meskipun item pada aspek 

isi dan anatomi perlu diperbaiki dan dilengkapi untuk memenuhi semua persyaratan standar 

akreditasi.

The initial emergency department (ED) assessment form is crucial for recording patient information by 

healthcare professionals and aids in decision-making related to planning, treatment, and patient 

discharge. This study aims to identify the initial ED assessment form in terms of its anatomy, content, 

and physical aspects according to accreditation standards. The problem addressed is whether the form 

meets the accreditation standards set by the Decree of the Minister of Health of the Republic of 

Indonesia. The research method used is descriptive, with the subjects of the study including the Head 

of the Emergency Department and the Head of Medical Records. The results of qualitative research 

using a descriptive approach indicate that from the anatomical aspect, this electronic form contains all 

the required elements, such as the hospital header, form title, completion instructions, form content, 

and signature. From the content aspect, the electronic form includes several important items, uses 

easily understandable terms, and does not contain abbreviations or symbols. However, some items need 

to be added, such as the national ID number (NIK) and the signature, which is still in scanned form. In 

the physical aspect, this electronic form is rectangular in shape with a vertical orientation, adjustable 

paper size, and a white background. In conclusion, the initial ED assessment form at TK.III Dr. R. 

Soeharsono Hospital Banjarmasin generally complies with hospital accreditation standards, although 

some items in the content and anatomical aspects need improvement and completion to meet all 

accreditation requirements. 
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
